Features of Version 2.2 of the Receiving Inspection and Test System

1. GSFC Form 4-30, Work Order Authorization, is now used as the WOA form in RITS. A hard copy of the form and instructions for completing it are available in GDMS at http://gdms.gsfc.nasa.gov.

2. For printing of RITS delivery, the data fields are loaded into the form GSFC 4-30 which uses a PDF format.  For data load to operate properly, the client’s machine needs to be using Adobe Acrobat Reader 5.0 or higher.  To obtain the upgrade to Adobe Acrobat Reader 5.0, go to http://www.adobe.com/products/acrobat/readstep.html.

3. It is no longer mandatory to complete a WOA within RITS. The requirement for documenting receiving inspection instructions on a WOA still exists, however the WOA may be completed on a paper form, in the Work Order Authorization System, or in RITS. After all the receiving inspections/tests are completed, RITS will need to be updated with the results of the inspections/tests regardless of whether or not the WOA was completed in RITS. This is completed by using the "Update Database" menu option. 

4. During the WOA creation and the update database processes, if the supplier (or customer for customer-supplied product) is not in the database the user may add the supplier. This will preclude the user needing to send an e-mail to the RITS System Administrator to have the supplier added and then waiting until it is added before the WOA can be created. 

5. The "contract/P.O number," "other type of acquisition method, " and "document number" are no longer mandatory input fields.
